     Christopher Herrick has been associated with some of Britain’s finest musical establishments.  As a boy, he sang in the choir of St. Paul’s Cathedral, London, and later returned to be Assistant Organist there.  For ten years he was Organist at Westminster Abbey, London.  During that period he played for many royal and state occasions and in Westminster Abbey alone gave over 200 recitals.  He earned a music degree from Oxford University and was awarded a post-graduate scholarship for further study at the Royal College of Music in London.  

     Since 1984, Mr. Herrick has devoted himself entirely to performance in recital, recording, and broadcasting.  He performs regularly both as a soloist and with orchestras to enthusiastic audiences and critical acclaim throughout the world.  During the 1998 Lincoln Center Festival in New York City, Mr. Herrick performed the complete organ works of J.S. Bach in fourteen consecutive daily recitals to resounding critical acclaim.  He has recorded the complete works of Bach, as well as a great variety of other discs on the Hyperion label.  In addition to his busy career as a concert and recording organist, Mr. Herrick now conducts two one hundred-member London choirs which regularly perform the major choral literature in important London venues.  

     Christopher will be featured in concert at the Church Music Conference at 3:30 pm on the 87-rank Holtkamp organ in the Moody School of Music Concert Hall.
