Pamela Decker, performer and composer, holds the Doctor of Musical Arts degree from Stanford University, where her studies included organ, composition, harpsichord and piano.  For the 1980-81 year, she was awarded a Fulbright Grant for study in organ and composition at the Musikhochschule in Luebeck, West Germany.  Dr. Decker has won prizes in national and international competitions for organ and composition.

Dr. Decker has performed extensively since the age of thirteen as both recitalist and accompanist.  She has appeared in the United States, Canada, and Europe.  In 1984 and 1992, she was a recitalist at the National Convention of the American Guild of Organists.  The 1992 performance – a program of contemporary American works for solo organ and solo harpsichord – contained the premiere of her Nightsong and Ostinato Dances which in 1993 won a prize at the International Society of Organ Builder’s Convention in Montreal (during the International Congress of Organists).

Pamela Decker’s Toccata (1987) for organ was published in 1991 by C.F. Peters Corporation in New York.  Her Passacaglia (1980) was published in 1984 by Hindon Publication (Hinshaw Music).  Nightsong was published in 1995 by Wayne Leopold Editions.  The Toccata took second prize in the 1989 Organ Composition Competition sponsored by the Los Angeles Chapter of the American Guild of Organists, which drew 120 entries from seven countries.

As a recording artist, Dr. Decker has four compact disc recordings in distribution: two discs on the Arkay label, one on the Albany label and a disc of the Calvin Simmons Memorial Concert at Davies Symphony Hall in San Francisco (involving members of the San Francisco Symphony and The California Bach Society) on the Bainbridge label.

Pamela Decker is on the faculty of the University of Arizona, Tucson, Arizona where she is Associate Professor of Music and University Organist.

Faythe Freese, Associate Professor of Music at the University of Alabama School of Music, holds degrees in organ performance and church music from Indiana University.   Her organ teachers have included Marilyn Keiser, Robert Rayfield, William Eifrig and Phillip Gehring.  As a Fulbright scholar and an Indiana University/Kiel Ausstausch Programme participant, she studied the works of Jean Langlais with the composer in France, and the works of Max Reger with his former student Heinz Wunderlich in Germany.  

With performances described as “powerful …masterful …impressive …brilliant”, Dr. Freese is in demand as a recitalist throughout the United States.  In addition to continuing her concert career, Ms. Freese recruits and teaches undergraduate and graduate organ students majoring in Organ Performance at the UA School of Music. 
Dr. Freese has held faculty positions at Indiana University, Concordia University in Austin, University of North Dakota-Williston, and Andrew College.  Ms. Freese has also held church music and symphony orchestra positions in Georgia, Illinois, Indiana, North Dakota, Texas and Ohio.
